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Throughout the history of art, painting has acquired a variety of methods. Some pioneered the depiction of objects,
while others attempted to minimize the elements of painting. Even today, various methods are being explored.

The four artists in the “Intersection of Paintings” exhibition had not prearranged beforehand, but rather, each of
them used a similar approach in their work. It is not to use painting to make a social or narrative statement, but to
grope for painting by hand without a plan or draft. Whenever the artist works with this attitude while facing a
painting, his/her brush always stops at a certain point. Then the paintings begin to take on their own attitude, for
better or worse, outside of the artist's intention. There is no completion set up, so there is no correct answer for the
next stroke. To avoid touching the screen with inertia, to avoid settling within the hand, the artist takes his/her time to
find the next move. Sometimes it takes a whole day to find one right stroke, and then the painting unfolds. If he/she
proceeds with it that has developed, his/her brush stops again at some point and thinks again. The paintings in this
exhibition are the result of such repetition.

The paintings, which were created by observing the changes in the paintings during production and weaving them
together one by one so as not to fall into a planned harmony, are fresh even for the artist, and may have become the
paintings he/she wanted to see.

Each of the four artists must descend to a place not recognized in his own work. As the same brushstroke does not
exist, we are never confronted with a painting in the same state in the process of creation. Rather than forcibly fitting a
drifting painting in progress to the artist's intention, the artist faces the painting as if playing a game of chess.
Whenever he/she makes a stroke, there is an unexpected change, and the artist is forced to make an unexpected stroke
as well. In this repetitive process, the artist and the painting become one and the same, and it is as if the artist is
painting in an unknown place, or is being forced to paint in an unknown place. Perhaps there is an expectation that
the unknown place can touch something that is not irrelevant to the artist.

Although the four artists are working in such a way, their productions are heading in completely different
directions. This is probably because the quality of something they have touched in unknown places is completely
different from one artist to another. This time, each of the paintings will face each other to create an intersection. We
hope that something will emerge that is not unrelated to the people who come and go there.
